Introduction Bring The Elephant Home

The Asian elephant, a keystone species, is threatened with extinction as deforestation has destroyed
much of its habitat, food supply and migration routes. To survive, elephants often search for food and
water outside of protected areas, resulting in conflicts between elephants and people. Over the last three
generations, a population decline of at least 50% has been estimated with a current population of less
than 40,000 wild Asian elephants.

Bring The Elephant Home’s mission is to ensure the wellbeing and survival of elephants, contribute to
socio-ecological resilience, and work towards a world in which people and elephants can thrive. Our
community-based conservation strategy, developed over more than a decade, integrates the diverse
values of elephants and implements solutions that provide mutually beneficial outcomes for people,
elephants and the environment. Our projects are inclusive and promote shared decision-making,
ownership, sustainability, equality, pride, and partnerships. We believe that when local people take
ownership of conservation efforts, lasting positive change will happen.

Conservation Action

Bring The Elephant Home works with local people to implement community-based solutions that make
human-elephant coexistence possible. To complete this important conservation work, we engage a broad
range of stakeholders, including students, volunteers, travelers, corporate partners, and more. We see
that when local people host conservation action events, they not only get economic benefits through
alternative livelihood work, but also experience social benefits through these experiential education
programs. As Covid-19 restrictions ease, Bring The Elephant Home seeks to connect our conservation
action and experiential education events with a broader network.

Your role

Are you passionate about wildlife conservation, community development, and outdoor education? You
might be the perfect candidate for the role of Education and Outreach Coordinator at Bring The Elephant
Homel!

This full-time position requires a Thai candidate, who is able to travel to Kui Buri, Prachuap Khiri Khan to
host activities and events with our community partners in Ruam Thai village. Candidates interested in
outdoor education, wildlife conservation, event planning, and community development are especially



encouraged to apply. Knowledge of the challenges of human-wildlife conflicts is prefered but can be
developed on the job.

This position will involve a diverse and exciting range of activities, including:

Working with international schools, companies, and travel organizations to plan and host
conservation action events in Ruam Thai village, Prachuap Khiri Khan in collaboration with
community leaders at the project site.

Supporting alternative livelihood initiatives by connecting event participants to local activities such
as local product making, regenerative farming, habitat restoration, and more.

Maximizing the educational impact of Bring The Elephant Home’s events by using the pillars of
outdoor education to teach event participants about wildlife conservation.

Clearly communicate activity details and times with local partners and multi-level stakeholders to
ensure events run smoothly and foster enjoyable collaborations in the community.

Create and manage event budgets, timelines, and complete administrative tasks required to run
events.

Seek out and contact new partners and participants, such as travel companies, international
schools, corporate partners to raise awareness about our conservation action events and develop
catered programs for field trips, tours or corporate social responsibility (CSR) events.

Develop new programs, and continue engaging with past participants so as to maintain a strong
network of Bring The Elephant Home supporters.
